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Information and Guidelines on Application for Professional Grades: Associate Fellow (AFRSPSoc) and Fellow (FRSPSoc)

The Remote Sensing and Photogrammetry Society (RSPSoc) has introduced professional grades of membership, as subsequent steps to the individual, corporate individual or concessionary categories at which a person joins the Society. The two professional grades are Associate Fellow (AFRSPSoc) and Fellow (FRSPSoc). 

The Associate Fellow and Fellow grades of membership entitle applicants to the full benefits of Individual membership in addition to the facilities and services of the Society being developed for those involved with remote sensing and photogrammetry in a professional capacity. It is anticipated that the professional standards demonstrated by the Society in the award of the new classes will also become recognised internationally by the geomatics industry, government and other professional institutions.

 Newly joined members or existing members who are able to fulfil the requirements listed below are invited to apply for either Associate Fellowship or Fellowship of the Remote Sensing and Photogrammetry Society by submitting relevant personal details as outlined on the application form. There is no examination but applicants must provide full evidence of their professional standing.

Associate Fellow (AFRSPSoc)

A newly joined or existing member of the Society shall be eligible to apply for this grade of membership subject to either of the following:

a) completion of postgraduate studies in which remote sensing or photogrammetry is a major and important component and possession of at least two years professional experience ;

b) completion of at least five years practice of remote sensing or photogrammetry in a professional capacity

 Associate Fellows will be entitled to use the letters AFRSPSoc after their name.

Fellows (FRSPSoc)

A newly joined or existing member of the Society shall be eligible to apply for the grade of Fellow subject to either of the following:

a) completion of postgraduate studies in which remote sensing or photogrammetry is a major and important component and possession of at least seven years relevant professional experience, including holding a position to exercise judgement and undertake responsibility in relation to remote sensing and photogrammetry work for at least three years ;

b) completion of at least ten years practice of remote sensing or photogrammetry in a professional capacity, including holding a position of responsibility and demonstrating an ability to exercise judgement in relation to remote sensing or photogrammetry work for at least three years.

 An Associate Fellow of the Society shall be eligible to apply for transfer to the grade of Fellow subject to the following:


Completion since admission to the grade of Associate Fellow of at least five years practice of remote sensing or photogrammetry in a professional capacity, including holding a position of responsibility and demonstrating an ability to exercise judgement in relation to remote sensing or photogrammetric work for at least three years.

Fellows will be entitled to use the letters FRSPSoc after their name.

Successful applicants for the grade of Associate Fellow or Fellow shall be entered on the Register and issued with a certificate signed by the President and Secretary of the Society. Every such certificate remains the property of the Society and shall be returned in the event of the Associate Fellow or Fellow resigning or being suspended.

Application and fees

Application should be made on the appropriate form available from the Society’s office.  A non-returnable fee is payable:
